We are interested in applicants who can think outside the box to develop new ways for combining remote sensing data and other datasets such as social networking information, real-time information collection, and web-based interactive maps.  Candidates should hold a Ph. D. in Physics, Math, Geology or Geophysics, or a closely related field, and have a strong math, physics and earth science background, and remote-sensing analysis skills.  Familiarity with diverse remote sensing datasets preferred, and working knowledge and analysis experience for at least one of the conventional remote sensing resources above required.  Software development capabilities and familiarity with the software packages IDL and ENVI (from ITT Visual Information Solutions) and ArcGIS (from ESRI) are highly desirable.  Salary will be commensurate with experience.  Compensation incudes health insurance, sick leave and vacation.  A complete application package should include the following 1. A full curriculum vitae, 2. A one page statement summarizing your research experience and interests, and 3. The names and addresses (including phone number and emails) of at least three references.
