Tenure Track Position in Economics

 

The Graduate School of Business and Public Policy (GSBPP) at the Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) seeks candidates for a tenure-track position in Economics. The candidate must have a terminal degree (or be within six months of completion) from a university accredited by one of the seven regional accreditation bodies recognized by the U.S. Department of Education, or the foreign equivalent. NPS is an institution within the U.S. Department of Defense (DOD).

 

Candidates should show evidence of strong commitment to Master’s level teaching in a DOD academic institution. They should also display a willingness to teach both residential and distance learning courses, and the potential to do research of value to DOD. Our classes are organized into four 11-week quarters. We operate year-round, and most tenure-track faculty members teach during alternate quarters. 

 

Responsibilities include teaching Economics and Statistics.  These courses are taught within the core of the resident MBA program and its Manpower Systems Analysis concentration, as well as a variety of Distance Learning programs.  The duty station for this position is Monterey, CA.

 

NPS is located on the coast in Monterey, California, about 140 miles south of San Francisco. GSBPP is one of four separate schools within NPS that award graduate degrees in sciences, engineering, national security, computer science, operations research, and management. Students include U.S. and international military officers from all services, as well as federal employees. GSBPP has over 60 full-time faculty members, about 400 full-time resident students and approximately 200 part-time distance learning students. The AACSB, NASPAA, and the Western Association of Schools and Colleges accredit NPS degrees.
