ÅIn the U.S., journal articles are closely 

guarded by copyright law

ÅJournals are VERY costly: $$$$$$$$$$$

ÅProfessional journals are VERY VERYcostly.

ÅThe Library buys subscriptions so you can 

have access.  You shouldnõt have to pay for 

an article or report that we subscribe to.

*Periodicals=magazines, professional journals, newspapers
