Tasks:

1. The contractor shall teach:

MA 1115 (4-0) 
MULTI VARIABLE CALCULUS

Vector algebra and calculus, directional derivative, gradient, polar coordinates and parametric equations, functions of several independent variables, limits, continuity, partial derivatives, chain rule, maxima and minima, double and triple integrals, cylindrical and spherical coordinate systems. Taught at the rate of nine hours per week for five weeks.  PREREQUISITES: MA1114.

MA 1116 (3-0)
VECTOR CALCULUS

The calculus of vector fields; directional derivative, gradient, divergence, curl; potential fields; Green’s, Stokes’, and the divergence integral theorems. Applications in engineering and physics. Taught at the rate of seven hours per week for five weeks. PREREQUISITES: MA1115.

Deliverables:

1. Delivery of course MA1115 will include preparation and delivery of classroom lectures (including worked examples), preparation and grading of examinations and quizzes, preparation and submission of final student grades, and at least five hours per week of regularly scheduled office hours for student questions and inquiries.

2. Delivery of course MA1116 will include preparation and delivery of classroom lectures (including worked examples), preparation and grading of examinations and quizzes, preparation and submission of final student grades, and at least five hours per week of regularly scheduled office hours for student questions and inquiries.

5 January 2005 through 25 March 2005.
