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[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]Brigadier General Simmons graduated from Concordia College, Moorhead, Minnesota in 1981; he was commissioned a second lieutenant in April 1983. Following the Basic School, he reported to Twentynine Palms, California with 4th Battalion, 11th Marines and served as an Artillery Battery Guns Platoon Commander, Fire Direction Officer, Executive Officer, and Battalion Maintenance Management Officer. 

In June 1987, he transferred to 3d Force Service Support Group, Okinawa, Japan, and served as the Group Maintenance Management Officer, Commanding Officer, General Support Maintenance Company, 3rd Maintenance Battalion and deployed with Combat Service Support Detachment – 33 as the Assistant Operations Officer.

In July 1990, he was transferred to the Amphibious Warfare School as a student. Upon completion, he was then transferred to HQMC Officer Assignment Branch, and served as a company grade monitor. In July 1993, Captain Simmons was transferred to Camp Lejeune, 2nd Force Service Support Group and served with 2nd Maintenance Battalion as the Commanding Officer, Ordnance Maintenance Company; Maintenance Operations Officer; Commanding Officer, Combat Service Support Detachment – 61 in support of Operation Sea Signal; and Staff Secretary to the Commander, Marine Forces Atlantic. In 1996, Major Simmons attended the Marine Corps Command and Staff College, Quantico, Virginia.

In June 1997, he reported to HQMC Installation and Logistics and served as the Logistics Project Officer for Strategic Mobility and Sustainment. He was promoted to Lieutenant Colonel in October 1999 and assigned to the Inspector General’s Office. In 2000, he returned to Okinawa and served as the Commanding Officer, Marine Expeditionary Unit Service Support Group - 31. 

After completing the Industrial College of the Armed Forces, he was reassigned to HQMC Logistics Plans and Operations Branch and served as the Team Leader, Prepositioning Programs and subsequently Branch Head, Logistics Plans, and Operations. He was promoted to Colonel, in January 2005. 

Colonel Simmons was transferred to United States Southern Command, Miami in July 2006, where he served as the Director of Logistics and as the Assistant Chief of Staff, USSOUTHCOM Washington Field Office. He transferred to 2d MLG, II MEF, Camp Lejeune, June 2008, where he assumed command of Combat Logistics Regiment – 2.

In June of 2010 Colonel Simmons was transferred back to HQMC Installations and Logistics to serve as the Assistant Deputy Commandant, Logistics, Plans, Policies and Strategic Mobility Division (LP). Brigadier General Simmons was promoted to his current rank on August 4th 2010.

Brigadier General Simmons personal decorations include the Defense Superior Service Medal, Legion of Merit with gold star, Meritorious Service Medal with three gold stars, Joint Service Achievement Medal, and Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medal with gold star. 
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
